Examples of Art lesson assignments

Students draw the selected tree, flower or shrub. They draw the sky or paint the landscape.

Works made of natural materials. Mandalas, ornaments, abstract and realistic paintings are created.

Students create mandalas, ornaments, abstract and realistic paintings. Mandala creation is a means of artistic self-expression - a lively, joyful and healing creative process that helps to express hard-to-feel emotions, feelings and inner experiences in forms and colors. It is a pleasant form of active meditation, the purpose of which is to suppress the processes of logical thinking, activate intuition and the unique expression of the soul.
Mandala - the key to harmony - unity with yourself and nature, the world around you.
There is no room for chaos and disorder in the mandala. It is a particularly useful process for children, which helps to reduce internal tension, to form a positive self-esteem, encourages creative self-expression, reflections on the riches of the earth.
Pupils ’ mandalas are created using the goods of the earth, which they gather during activities in the forest (pebbles, fallen leaves, twigs, cones, various plants, needles, etc.).
