INPUT  (in class) / 1st lesson:

1. ACTIVITIES IN PLENUM WARM-UP / SPEAKING & WRITING (5 min.): Brainstorming around the meaning of community cleanups, probing students’ previous knowledge

2. INPUT ACTIVITY/ WATCHING and LISTENING (5 min.): Watching a video around the meaning of community cleanup

3. ACTIVITY IN PLENUM / SPEAKING / 20-30 min.: open discussion guided by some key-questions on the concept of community cleanup.

5. HOMEWORK: research information about public  areas in your community that have problems with trash or litter such as parks, river/sea/lake banks.  Creation of a post: students have to complete the following statement: “My idea about community cleanup is…”

OPERATIVE  PHASE / WEBQUEST (in the computer lab) / 2nd and 3rd lesson: 

6. PREPARATORY ACTIVITY (5 min.): Group creation (3-5 students) and assignment of themes: 
· Going green is easy
· reduce pollution and help the environment
· the different ways to be eco-friendly
· clean energy;

7. WEBQUEST: GROUP ACTIVITIES / READING, WRITING and LISTENING / (2 lessons): the groups read the assignments and begin to carry them out;

8. HOMEWORK: Creation of a multimedia product: preparing evidence-based explanations of the work carried out and the results collected (a short text, photos, link, videos...).

	Evaluation criteria
	The evaluation of the group's product will represent a first formative assessment, which will take into account different factors included in a prearranged evaluation grid (creativity, punctuality in the exposition, collaboration, participation, etc.).

Subsequently, a summative assessment will be proposed in the form of an authentic problem to evaluate the learning of the proposed contents
